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Project Overview
“Broken Lines”, is an ensemble piece starring Paul Bettany, Olivia Williams, Dan Fredenburgh and Doraly Rosa based on an original screenplay co-written by Doraly Rosa and Dan Fredenburgh. 
An emotional journey of love, obligation, and conflict set against the urban backdrop of modern London, the power of this story is in its simplicity. It is a timeless drama, aimed at an ultimate truth: to whom do we owe loyalty and why?

The project is the brainchild of Doraly Rosa and Dan Fredenburgh - two of Britain’s most exciting emerging actors:
Doraly (‘B’) plays a supporting role of “Maggie” opposite Bob Hoskins and Judi

Dench in Mrs Henderson Presents, directed by Stephen Frears. She has been noted for her critically acclaimed performances in both films and especially, cutting edge theatre. Dan (‘Jake’) has appeared in films like Land of the Blind, directed by Robert Edwards with Lara Flynn Boyle, Donald Sutherland and Ralph Fiennes, Love Actually and Al’s Lads, and a theatre nomination for the ‘most promising actor’ Ian Charleson Award in the title role of The Prince of Homborg have confirmed him as one of Britain’s most promising new stars. 

Also appearing in leading roles are internationally acclaimed actors Paul Bettany and Olivia Williams in the roles of ‘Chester’ and ‘Zoe’. Paul’s impressive career

includes hits such as Master and Commander, A Beautiful Mind, Wimbledon, The Wrong Element and The Da Vinci Code where he played “The Albino”. After appearing in the RSC touring production of Richard III starring Ian McKellen, Olivia shot to notoriety as Kevin Costner’s leading lady in The Postman. Many film roles followed, including Sixth Sense with Bruce Willis, and Wes Anderson’s highly acclaimed and award-winning Rushmore. More recently Olivia has played opposite Joseph Fiennes in Much Ado About Nothing at the National Theatre.
Director, Sallie Aprahamian, is one of England’s most gifted television directors.

She has been nominated for Royal Television Society Awards, and has directed

several BAFTA-nominated and winning shows. Sallie brings a fresh vision and a wealth of talent to the project. Prior to her success in television, she directed over thirty productions of new work in theatre for a wide range for companies. Her direction of the critically acclaimed Blue Night in the Heart of the West won a George Devine Award. Broken Lines is Sallie’s feature film debut.

“Broken Lines” is an Axiom Films production in co-production with Aria Films and in association with Cinema Two, the UK based production and financing vehicle set up by Matador Pictures and finance house Regent Capital (backers of the Palme D’Or winning “The Wind That Shakes The Barley”).

Synopsis

From humble beginnings in urban London, a young Jewish man has done well for himself financially and is now living with his fiancée in a wealthy suburb, in a house which her father bought for them.

The sudden death of his father brings mixed emotions. He attends the funeral but feels unable to stay; he is still angry with his mother for her infidelity, which he believes destroyed his father’s happiness. He is determined that he will be nothing like his mother…

But all is not well in his own relationship, and when he meets a waitress in a local café, he finds himself drawn to her. She is in a relationship too, with an ex-boxer who is semi-paralysed from a stroke he suffered after a bout, and who now needs permanent care and attention. 

Although both characters are aware that the other has a partner each of them is in a relationship which no longer feels right. The man feels more determined in rejecting his partner, the girl struggles with a sense of guilt in rejecting hers, but being together makes them aware of their potential for happiness, and also that, they have both given up on their own dreams…
