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MADE BY DISPLACED CHILDREN BY THE COLOMBIAN WAR.
NARRATIVE SYNOPSIS 
“little VOICES” is animated documentary in 35 mm (75 minutes of duration)

LOGLINE
 “little VOICES” is an animated documentary about 4 peasant children who were displaced by the drugs war in  Colombia and how they  dealt  with this  situation.

SYNOPSYS

“little VOICES” is an animated documentary based on interviews and drawings of a new generation of displaced children (8 to 13 years old) who have grown up in the middle of violence and chaos in Colombia. The interviews show how they perceive their reality. The stories have been illustrated and animated based on the original drawings of the children.
LINEAL NARRATION:
The voice of the documentary is a choral voice in which first the children tell their experiences of the country side, second they will speak about the armed conflict and why they were displaced to Bogotá, third they will tell about their arrival to Bogotá and how they confront a cold and indifferent city and finally we finish in how the love of their family is the only thing that gives them hope to continue.

Aesthetic:
The animation of this documentary is based on the original children’s drawings made during workshops throughout the year, those drawings will then be digitized and animated by computer.

THE NARRATION:
Even though the interviews are from different parts of Colombia, the film will develop a common space where they get together such as the town, the country side, soccer field, etc. The children will inhabit one communal neighborhood in Bogota.

2)   The children don’t interact directly on the stories of other children, but    they will participate in communal activities for example, they will go to the same school, town or fair, they can play together, swim in the same river or attend the same church.  

Each child’s story has a specific symbol which is going to appear in all the different stories again and again for example a jeep in which they were displace, the hat, the cat, the dogs etc.

CHARACTERS:
The story is told by four children who were displaced to Bogota, the capital city of Colombia, by different circumstances: 

Juanito: 12 years old
Jhoncito: 11 years old 
Lulu:  9 year old.

and Pepito: 9 years old

INTENTION
After I finished the short film  “little voices”, I realized that in order to understand the war in Colombia, we cannot just hear the victims of the conflict but also the children who collaborate in this war. We have to hear children who have become guerrilla fighters or paramilitary fighters to understand that they choose this path because society doesn’t offer any other options.

I feel very strongly about giving these voices of the children a loud speaker because we don’t listen to them very often.

After hearing again and again these interviews, I realized that in this war, There is no such thing as “good” or “winners” and that we all lose as a result. Also, we have to blame ourselves because we feed this war with silence and indifference.

My hope is that we understand that we are never going to end this war with more arms, rifles, missiles or bullets, but with more housing, health, education and the resultant hope this provides for future generations.
