Ki (Kinga) resembles a tornado. Before you will have managed to exchange a few words with her, she has already moved to your place together with her 2-year-old son, spilled wine, and a Vietnamese student has knocked on your door asking you to help him to bring her washing machine in. Before you will have become aware of the fact, she has asked you to lend her a few hundred zlotys and to bring her son back from the kindergarten. She is going to exploit everyone who crosses her path. Will a man of high principles be able to stop her?
The world according to Ki is colorful, grasping and never stopping, even for a while. She irritates or fascinates people, never leaving anyone indifferent. 
ABOUT THE FILM
Leszek Dawid’s bold feature debute involves us in a crazy, colorful world of Ki – a hungry-for-life and uncompropmising girl, who does not accept any limitations and expresses loud, what she expects from life. The main character is masterfully played by Roma Gąsiorowska awarded for the role at the 36. Festival of Polish Feature Films in Gdynia.

Cinematography inspired by the pictures of Darren Aronofsky („The Wrestler”, „Black Swan”) let us look at the reality with the rebellious character’s eyes. It is a full of irony, thorough observation of life of a contemporary woman, told with ease and humor. 
DIRECTOR, LESZEK DAWID, ABOUT THE FILM
When we were beginning the production of the film, we did not have any thesis we had wanted to prove. There was only a figure of an original, uncompromising, but also ambivalent heroine.  A „terrorist woman" fighting for her place and the others’ attention.  Ki. Intriguing and repulsive at the same time. Following her track is a verification of human relationships in the contemporary world and a different  look at the role of mother, who is perceived by us still in a too stereotypical way.  It is a composed of small pieces story about an individual, at the same time being a ground for an universal reflection about the condition of today's world. Let’s take a closer look at Ki. She is around us. She is in us.

INTERVIEW WITH ROMA GĄSIOROWSKA
What emotions accompanied you, when for the first time you met with the character of Ki? 

I was interested, how you can show the everyday life.  I thought, that I understood, what it is about, that I new many similar women, who were around me, and it would be interesting to tell people about it.
What emotions accompanied you during the shooting of the film?
After a few shooting days with Kamil I felt, how very delicate thing is working with children on the set.  Before I played with children, however Pebble, because that's how his parents call him, is such a wonderful child, that soon a closeness between us was created. And it was very hard for me to cheat him and to apply different tricks in the film, so that he does what we ask him for.  He was too small to understand what was happening, and at the same time he felt that he was being cheated, and he wasn't able to distinguish, that it was fiction.  It was difficult for him and for all of us.  His mum has a remarkable bond with him.  I learnt from her a lot.
Were there any things from your own experience, which you contributed to the script?

I know similar mothers in the immediate surrounding. I observed them, how they contend, and hurl, and how strong they are. The rest of subjects I worked out in my imagination.  I did not want to let Ki be similar to me, but only inspired by me.  I struggled to work the role out thoroughly and to take to pieces, to the constituent parts and to build the character consciously. 

Did your vision of the heroine correspond with the director's vision from the beginning?

At the beginning our visions didn't really correspond.  I aroused my creativity, and we restructured the screenplay.  A compromise was formed. And later we still checked different options on the set.  A creative chaos prevailed. 

What kind of experience was the role of Ki for you?

I learnt a lot about myself during this work, and I was happy I had a chance to demonstrate such different shades of the heroine and to experience all these emotions that she felt. It wasn't easy, and sometimes it wasn't nice.

ABOUT THE CREATORS
Roma Gąsiorowska – Awarded for the best main female character at the 36. FPFF in Gdynia
Roma Gąsiorowska graduated from the Acting Department of the Cracow State Theater Academy in 2005. Still being a student, she began working in theatre and in film. During the studies she took part in the workshop for actors organized by the TR Warszawa as a part of the Teren Warszawa project, where she carried out many experimental projects. While carrying out the diploma under the individual procedure, she played in the Teatr Stary in Cracow and the Theatre in Dusseldorfie (a performance direced by Mikołaj Grabowski based on the "Night" by A. Stasiuk).  During the second year of her studies she already made her debut on the big screen in „Pogoda na jutro“ directed by Jerzy Stuhr , and one year late she played one of the main roles in the Warsaw part of the „Oda do radości” directed by Jan Komasa.  When still at the Academy she also had roles in the television theatre plays: the "Key" directed by Wojtek Smarzowski and „Sceny z powstania warszawskiego“ under the patronage of Leszek Wosiewicz. Right after graduating from the Academy she was admitted to the team of one of the best Polish theatres - TR in Warsaw, playing sensational roles in the performances of Grzegorz Jarzyna („Miedzy nami dobrze jest” based on a novel by Dorota Masłowska) and Przemysław Wojcieszka („Cokolwiek się zdarzy, kocham cię” and „Dwoje biednych Rumunów mówiących po polsku”).
Also, she created an interesting character in a Tomasz Drozdowicz film - „Futro“, in which she convincingly played a role of a domestic help from Ukraine, and character of Karolina in a comedy by Maciej Żak  „Rozmowy nocą.“ Recently she has played in many interesting projects, such as "Wojna polsko-ruska" directed by Xawery  Żuławski, “Zero" directed by Paweł Borowski, "Jestem twój“ by Mariusz Grzegorzek, and episodes in "Tatarak“ by Andrzej Wajda and "Moja krew“ by Marcin Wrona. In Barbara's Białowąs debut  "Moja nowa droga“ Roma has played the main role. For her acting in “Wojna Polsko-Ruska” and “Jestem twój”she was a nominee for the prestigous Zbyszek Cybulski Award. Roma was also involved in many interesting television projects.  Television theatre spectacles with her participation are:  „I jak inna“ directed by Maria Zmarz-Koczanowicz, “Zorka“ by Łukasz Wylężałek and „Doktor Halina“ by Marcina Wrony. As for the television series, she has in her scorecard roles in unforgettable "Pitbull“ directed by Patryk Vega and in a series, which is enjoying the great popularity among the  Polish emigrants, that is “Londyńczycy“ directed by Greg Zglinski, Maciej Migas, Kordian Piwowarski, and Wojciech Smarzowski. Recently the actress has played the leading roles in two important films, "Sala samobójców“ by Jan Komasa and "Ki“ by Leszek Dawid, in which she played characters of complex personalities moving on the edge of the real world and the second life.  For the title role in Leszek Dawid's film, Roma was honoured with a prize for the best female actress at the 36 Festival of Polish Feature Films in Gdynia. The next challenge for the actress was a role of a nun in a fictional project untitled "W imieniu diabła“ directed by Barbara Sass, and impersonating the figure of a pilot of the Tatra TOPR's helicopter in the  series for the public television untitled "Ratownicy“ and  directed by Marcin Wrona. In June this year she made her debut in the fashion business, showing designed by her collections "Stara Bardzo“ as a part of the operations focused on the online shop of the brand" Natinaf," which she created. Video-art, performance and multimedia are the new forms of her expression. She writes scripts and is a director of them .  In October she is planning another event.  It is an attempt to combine the fashion and the art.  And covering up border between them. 

The most immediate time for her means intensive rehearsals for the new project  of the TR Warszawa, the performance untitled "Jackson Pollesch" directed by Rene Pollesch, the premiere of which will take place in September this year.
